William Schaw, the King’s Master of Works, Master of the Ceremonies, and Chamberlain to the
Queen. He died 18 April 1602, having sojourned among men for two and fifty years.



In his eagerness to improve his mind he travelled through France and many other kingdoms.
Accomplished in every liberal art, he excelled in architecture. Princes in particular esteemed him for
his conspicuous gifts. Alike in his professional work and in affairs he was not merely tireless and
indomitable but consistently earnest and upright. His innate capacity for service and for laying others
under an obligation won for him the warm affection of every good man who knew him. Now he
dwells in Heaven for ever.

Queen Anne ordered a monument to be set up to the memory of a most admirable and most upright
man lest the recollection of his high character, which deserves to be honoured for all time, should fade
as his body crumbles into dust.
